Inter-Library Loan provides access anywhere

If you cannot persondly vist the SLRC, use the State Library Inter-Library Loan (ILL) program for free
access to our collection. This festure dlows you to borrow materids for amonth, utilizing asystem linking
dl public librariesin Nevada

If you live in any county outside Clark or Washoe:

1. Gototheweb site, www.clan.lib.nv.us. (Bookmark or Add to Favorites for easy reference.)

2. Youwill see asearch screen that can be used to find materidsin the SLRC and public librariesin
Nevada. These search options include:

KEYWORD: Thiswill find aspecific word or combination of words anywhere in the title. Example:
computation or family literacy.

BROWSE: This gives options to look in any category.

AUTHOR: Enter the author’s name — last namefirg, then first name. Example: Trelease, James.

TITLE: Drop thewords“a,” “an,” or “the’ and enter the rest of theftitle.

3. After you sdlect the book or other materia, smply click on the “HOLD REQUEST” icon. Input your
library barcode (numbers on the back of the card), password (obtained from your local library), and
select the library where you want to pick up your materias.

4. Your locd library will cal you when the materids arrive. Smply return the materiasto the library
before the due date and they will be shipped back to Carson City.

5. Youmay cal the SLRC (800-445-9673) should you need additiond time to use the materias. We can
renew items one time, providing an additiond three weeks.

If you live in Washoe or Clark County:

Steps 1 and 2 are the same. Once you select your materids, cut and paste the cal number, title, and
author listed for the materials you wish to check out. Paste this information on a separate document and print
out your ligting of materids. Takeit to your loca branch library and request the materids through INTER-
LIBRARY LOAN (ILL) at thelibrary.

Again, the library will contact you when the materids arrive. Depending on the library system’s palicies,
we may be able to renew itemsif you need additiond time.

WE REALIZE THAT THIS SYSTEM HAS SEVERAL STEPS! However, the reason we utilize the
public library’sILL system isto save your program the cost of returning materids to us. We want you to use
the SLRC resources often — and save you postage and shipping fees.

things change and what it takes to create redl changes. | think it isa“must

read” because it challenges some familiar notions about what is required to
creste massve change. This book argues that some small shifts can
sometimes result in surprising changes.
